* CEIPs are part of Washington’s 2019 Clean
Energy Transformation Act (CETA)

* First round of utility CEIPs are due by January
1, 2022

* CEIP outlines CETA goals — and actions needed
to meet those goals — over the next four years

» No coal by 2026
» Greenhouse gas neutral by
2030
» 100% clean by 2045 ﬁ
